AMENDING CHAPTER 90, ARTICLE V  

OF THE CITY OF PORTAGE MUNICIPAL CODE

BE IT, AND IT HEREBY IS ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of 

Portage, Indiana as follows: 

 

 

SECTION ONE:  This Ordinance shall amend Chapter 90, Article V of the City of 

Portage Municipal Code and accompanying Zoning Map, in the following manner:   

 

The zoning shall be changed from BP (Business Park) to LI (Light Industrial) on the 

property commonly known as 5400, 5440, and 5500 U.S. Highway 20 – Melton Road 

at 12.87+/- acres.    

 

SECTION TWO:  Contingencies.  NONE  

 

 

 

SECTION THREE:  Conflicting Ordinances.  Any ordinance or provision of any 

Ordinance of the City of Portage in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance is 

hereby repealed. 

 

 

SECTION FOUR:  Severability.  The invalidity of any section, clause, sentence or 

provision of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity of any other part of this 

Ordinance which can be given effect without such invalid part or parts. 

 

 

 

SECTION FIVE:  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from 

and after its passage and adoption by the Common Council and approval by the Mayor of 

the City of Portage, Indiana.
