1. A description of the proposed development;

2. Location of the proposed development sufficient to accurately locate property and structure in relation
to existing roads and streams;

3. A legal description of the property site;

4. A site development plan showing existing and proposed development locations and existing and
proposed land grades;

5. Elevation of the top of the lowest floor (including basement) of all proposed buildings. Elevation
should be in NAVD 88 or NGVD;

6. Elevation (in NAVD 88 or NGVD) to which any nonresidential structure will be flood-proofed;

7. Description of the extent to which any watercourse will be altered or related as a result of proposed
development,
Notice: Upon placement of the lowest floor, the elevation must be certified by a registered land surveyor or
professional engineer and submitted to the Building Department for review. The permit holder shall correct
deficiencies detected by such review before any further work is allowed to proceed.

Upon completion of construction, FEMA Elevation Certificate Form 81-31 must be submitted to the Building
Department.
